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Over View
There are three apps connected with fractions:
Simple Fractions
Different Fraction Sums
Different Fraction Products
The apps are written in Cinderella which is free to download (Cinderella.de). Java-enabled browsers can run the .html files without invoking Cinderella. The SA.html file should run without being on the internet, but must stay in the folder.
Simple Fractions
This provides a grid with fractions whose numerators and whose denominators vary by constant amounts, which can be adjusted. The upper (blue) parts of a cell give the fraction; the lower (yellow) gives the fraction in reduced form.
Buttons
Set
Permits changing the differences by which the numerator and denominator vary (independently);
Permits changing the starting values for the fraction in the bottom corner.
Reset
Puts the grid back to its starting position.
Different Fraction Sums
This provides a grid in which the variation from cell to cell can take any one of five forms
Buttons
Left/Right/Up/Down
These move the window frame so changing the cells that are visible, giving the sense of an effectively infinite underlying grid.

Version
Clicking moves through five different versions
Version 1: Fixed denominators
The numerators of the first and second fractions vary by constant amounts from cell to cell, and these can be chosen. Also the starting values of the denominators can be chosen.
Version 2: Fixed Numerators
Here the numerators are fixed and the denominators vary
Version 3: Numerator add-ons
Here the numerators are formed by adding on a fixed amount (which can be set) to the denominators
Version 4: Denominator Add-ons
Here the denominators are formed by adding on a fixed amount (which can be set) to the numerators
Version 5: Fixed First Fraction
Here the first fraction remains constant (but can be set) and the variation is in the numerators and denominators of the second fraction.

Toggles the operation between adding and subtracting
Simple
This simplifies the result fraction in the yellow part of the cells.
Different Fraction Products
This is the same as Different Fraction Sums except that the operations are multiplying and dividing.
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
